WASINI – KISITE MARINE PARK
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departURE FROM Diani AND AROUND 
Sail through Kisite Marine Park on a small-group excursion. You will stop to swim in the crystal clear waters and observe the multi-colored fish. As Kenya's largest marine protected area and a popular tourist destination, the park is home to about 250 recorded fish species, 70 resident dolphins and over 140 catalogued individuals, sea turtles, whales, 56 genera of corals, sea grass and gastropods. Many seabirds in large nesting colonies and internationally significant numbers of roseate terns and crab-plover. If you are a fan of snorkeling, we will take you to see the treasures of ocean. By chance and if the ocean is quiet you might be able to swim with the dolphins (especially early in the morning).

Then you will stop on Wasini Island for a delicious lunch of fish and seafood and Swahili food. Enjoy a carefree day on the water. You just need to bring your beach towel and sunscreen.

The day start early in the morning. We pick you around 7am. There is around 1h drive to Shimoni.
The Dhow sail out for dolphins watching. Then we go for snorkeling at Kisite Marine Park.
